How Can I Help My Child?

Basic Necessities To Bring To School Daily:
1. Pencil case with two (2B) pencils, an eraser, a 

ruler and a sharpener 
2. 1 small box of 12 coloured pencils
3. Water bottle 
4. Packed food to eat during recess OR money and 

food container to buy food from the canteen 
during recess 

5. Healthy snacks to eat during Snack Break 



How About Books?

• Please bring the books according to the First 
Days of School Packing List.

• We hope to help the children manage the load 
they need to bring to school daily during the 
orientation week.



• Check that your child is properly attired for 
school.

(Please refer to Pupil’s Handbook for info)

• School Uniform – prescribed uniform with no 
modification 

• Black Shoes

• Minimum Purchase: 2 sets of uniform& PE attire



• Hair

- Boys:  Hair should be short and neat 
(refer to Pupil’s Handbook)

- Girls:  Long hair must be tied up or 
clipped neatly with hairclips.

(All hair accessories must be black or 
dark  blue.)



Expectations of Pupils 

• Pupils are to report to school punctually on a daily basis.
(7.30 a.m. as stated in the Pupil’s Handbook)

• MOE tracks pupils’ attendance- compulsory school education

• Absence from school: Any absence must be accompanied by a 
medical certificate or a letter from parent (cap at 5 per 
semester).
