What parents can do?

To reinforce what was taught in school

 Making choices — Traffic Light (Stop, Think, Act/Do);
Every choice we make will inevitably have some kind of
consequence.

« Be an upstander for self and others — Tell the personto ©
stop what he/she is doing; Share reason(s) and feelings —
| do not like it / I'm hurt

 Seek help from atrusted adult — Teacher, YHSs,
Discipline Teachers, Counsellor and parents



What parents can do?

To manage hurtful behaviours

« Stay calm; Manage your own feelings first (Very often,
we tend to forget)

 Assure your child that you will see to their safety

* Gently elicit the story from your child

 Assess the severity - Can you support your child to act
first without your direct involvement?

* If it 1s too much for your child to manage, get in touch
with the CARE Teachers, YHs or Discipline Teachers



What parents can do?

To manage online hurtful behaviours

Collect data and take screenshots of all offending
screens

Help your child block the offender

Get in touch with the CARE Teachers, YHs or
Discipline Teachers

If you notice that your child has a Chatgroup, without

the presence of a trusted adult, do alert the C4RE
Teachers.
