What parenfs can do?

To manage hurtful behaviours

« Stay calm; Manage your own feelings first (Very often,
we tend to forget)

* Assure your child that you will see to their safety

* Gently elicit the story from your child

 Assess the severity - Can you support your child to act
first without your direct involvement?

What parents can do?
